Member numbers are up and this has helped 
us add new beds, dismantle old ones and fix 
beds about to fall apart as well as tackle some 
long overdue tasks.  
 
The seed potatoes planted in July are almost 
ready to harvest (see photo of óbandicootingô 
Dutch Cream spud - lightly foraging for surface 
potatoes). The beds of garlic, planted in May-

       One of our successful students ñAmandaò who had been out 
of the work force for some time recently came  to several one to one 
sessions with one of our volunteer tutors to help her with her literacy 
skills. The tutor assisted her with writing skills and helped develop a 
resume.  ñAmandaò gained confidence as well as literacy skills, and we 
are thrilled that she went on and did basic work processing and is now 
learning Windows 7.  
 ñAmandaò is now volunteering in the office at the Centre and has an 
interview for paid employment. 
 

If you visit the Garden a number of spring-
summer crops are growing i.e. Tomatoes, 
Egg Plants, Capsicums, Cucumbers, 
Melons, Zucchini, Corn, Lettuce, French 
Beans, Spring Onions, Beetroot and 
Carrots and the perennial favourite, 
Asparagus.  
New strawberry varieties (Chandler & 
Alita) are fruiting despite the slug/snail 
invasions.   
 
Harry Harrison from the Rare Fruit Society 
helped members plant an avenue of 
avocadoes, plums, nectarine and nashi in 
September.   
 
In November members visited 
Sunningdale Farm for a field trip and 
delicious lunch. We saw the positive 
results of diverse biodynamic farming and 
as a result are using as far as possible 
Sunningdaleôs raised bed approach when 
preparing beds for new crops.    
 
The Garden is open to everyone in the 
local community. We share the work and 
share the produce. Come along on 
Wednesday or Sunday after 10.00am and 
see if ACG is for you.
